The purpose of the scholarship(s) is to assist student volunteers
registered with the Platinum Torch, in continuing their education and further pursuing their life
interests. To be eligible you must be registered with the Platinum Torch and at least a
member at the Silver Level. If you have previously been awarded a scholarship, you must wait
two years to apply again.

For the 2010/11 academic year, three scholarships valued at $500.00 each will be awarded;
however, we may, at our discretion, grant awards of any humber and size. We require that
scholarships be used for tuition at universities, colleges, junior colleges, or vocational schools.
You must be a high school senior (public or private school) or a college student at a university,
college, junior college, or a vocational school.

Guidelines for Submission:

(www.platinumtorch.org) under the “Registration Application” link. Be sure to indicate
your recent volunteer work on the application.

2. After February 1, 2010, provide the information requested on the Platinum Torch
Scholarship Application Form below and send the completed package to:

Write “Platinum Torch Scholarship Application” on the front of the envelope. We must
receive your application by May 1, 2010. (The Scholarship Application is separate from
registering with the Platinum Torch.)

3. On or about May 15, 2010, you will receive a response from the Platinum Torch
informing you of the decision regarding your application. The notification will include the
scholarship amount.

4. Upon receipt of a copy of the university, college, junior college, or vocational school
tuition bill or invoice, the Platinum Torch will release funds associated with the
scholarship payable to the student and/or your parent/guardian..

5. If the scholarship is greater than your first semester/quarter tuition, the same process will
be used to fund subsequent tuition payments until your scholarship amount is fully
depleted.
